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       Our fall quarter has been a 
wonderful time of learning and 
growing, both personally and in the 
ministry here at UC Davis. One of the 
lessons that God has been teaching 
me (Jen) is the whole idea of being 
full of faith.  Many times I read in the 
Bible about faith, and I see people 
who asked God for big things.  Not 
only did they ask God for big things, 
but they believed that what they 
asked for would come to pass.   
       Most of the time when I pray for 
things to happen, I realize that I don’t 
really believe that God can do what I 
am asking of Him!  This lesson was 
brought home to me this past 
weekend at our fall retreat.  
       As a staff  team we had been 
praying that we would see 130 
students attend the retreat.  We 
diligently brought this before the Lord, 
and I honestly didn’t think much about 
my heart attitude until the night before 
the retreat.  Dave came home from 
our weekly meeting to tell me that 
there were 140 students signed up to 
go to the retreat! I can remember 
being so excited about what God had 

done, and how He had answered our 
prayers.   
     But then something happened in 
my heart.  I began to realize that I 
was completely surprised that there 
were so many students signed up to 
go to the retreat.  Why should I have 
been surprised?   
     The whole situation reminded me 
of a verse in Matthew 21:22.  Jesus is 
talking to the disciples and is telling 
them that they can pray for anything.  
In verse 22 Jesus says: “If you 
believe, you will receive whatever 
you ask for in prayer.”  This fall 
retreat was certainly a lesson for me 
in how to ask God for things.  I must 
believe, and not doubt.  God certainly 
was faithful even when I was 
faithless!
